As you know, 2000 was a bumper year in the Alps and 2001 promises to be the same: indeed, accommodation for next March is already selling out fast.   It is therefore with great pleasure that I write to you at this early stage to invite you to participate in our ski event in Verbier, Switzerland in 2001.  

DATES

The Race Week is now back to its traditional week and therefore we will arrive in the resort on Sunday 4th March and depart on Sunday 11th   March.
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ACCOMMODATION

For your convenience, all reservations for the 2001 Race Week are being co-ordinated by FlexiSki, under the direction of Andrew Maude.  Andrew lives part of each year in Verbier, has many contacts there and has access to accommodation to suit all requirements.  All accommodation should be booked through his team.

The Gala diner will take place on FRIDAY night, 9th March.  

The trophies and medals for Thursday’s race, Friday’s race and the combined two events will take place on Friday night.  The presentation of the Flims Cowbell for Saturday’s Team Parallel Slalom will be on the mountain at the end of the race.
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AND FINALLY - TOTAL NUMBERS

For the last 4 years we have been swamped with applications for the trip and have reached the maximum number of racers we can accommodate.  We will accept no more than 160 racers, limited to 80 from Lloyd’s/London market and 80 from overseas, with places being allocated, as always, on a strictly “first-come, first-served” basis.

The Committee and I look forward to seeing you on what promises to be one of the best-ever events - and we are pleased to be able to bring the race week back to Switzerland again after such a successful Race Week 2000.
